Youth Service Fund?

The Youth Service Fund (YSF) is the United Methodist Youth mission fund.  YSF funds are raised and administered by youth, for projects, programs, and initiatives that support ministries with youth.

         70% of YSF money raised in the Iowa Conference is awarded each year as grants to ministries supported by the Iowa Conference.  In 2007, the Conference Council on Youth Ministries awarded 6 grants totaling $3500.00.  30% of the funds raised in the Iowa Conference are forwarded to the Division on Ministries with Young People (DMYP) of the United Methodist Church.   In 2005-2006, DMYP awarded grants totaling $91,000 to support ministries of discipleship, evangelism, peace, justice, and outreach with youth throughout the world. 


  Iowa Conference United Methodist youth are the primary contributors to this fund!  Local church/Youth groups are challenged to contribute $2/member to Youth Service Fund (YSF) annually. Youth Service Fund offerings may be sent directly to the Iowa Conference Treasurer.  YSF Day at Adventureland, Youth Annual Conference (YAC), and Youth Strike for Christ (YSFC) also contribute to the YSF pool of funds.
